The information came from 
the office of A. J. Read, chief 
of the War Assets Administra­ 
tion's non-Industrial division of 
real property disposal.

Reed's statement of policy is 
clarification of previous utter­ 
ances by Federal officials that 
the City of Torrance will have 
the airport without cost, Ben 
Weston, the previous owner of 
the land having surrendered his 
right to the property, and the 
State of California and the 
County of Los Angeles having 
waived their rights. The City of 
Torrance is next in line, above 
all private claims, and its rights 
are subject only to the desires 
of the military.

"At least 25 percent of   the 
airport and faculties must be 
made available to Federal agen­ 
cies (Army, Navy, C.A.A., «tc.) 
for their use," Read explained, 
"and In the event of a national 
emergency, the operating muni­ 
cipality also must agree to turn 
back the entire facility without 
cost to the government.

"Under such conditions, the 
government will pay rent for 
buildings erected by tl\u operat­ 
ing unit," he continued, "but in 
turning over airfields to city 
and county governments, the 
Federal government will relin­ 
quish only those buildings con-

sidered essential to the opera 
tlon of the field."

Built for security reasons or 
to avoid congested areas for 
training, some of the fields are 
located In remote areas, It was 
explained. In such cases, whor 
no municipality wishes to ope: 
ate an airport, the properties 
"shall be classified as airports 
or otherwise, according to their 
best use," for disposition at a 
monetary consideration.

Given - first choice in acquir 
ing the properties, Federal agen 
cles have taken over two fields 
and may take over a third 
These, include the Army airfield 
at Rice, Cal., acquired by the 
Department of the Interior, the 
airfield at Daggett, taken over 
by the Marine Corps, and the 
Army airfield at Desert Center, 
which may be used by the Civil 
Aeronautics Administration as 
an Intermediate emergency field.
