Salvation Army 
Center Completes 
Busiest Year

The Salvation Army Men's 
Social Service center, located at 
1S70 Alamitos ave, Long Beach 
has just concluded one of thi. 
busiest years in its long hi 
tory, according to Major Orlo 
Ellison, manager of the South

During the year's activiti 
the local center has provided 
34,889 meals, 1,912 beds, 1,360 
garments and 1,756 shoes Thou 
sands of the less fortunate have 
received assistance in various 
ways, including hundreds who 
have been interviewed, helped 
and advised on all kinds ol 
tangled problems by Major Elli 
son and members of his staff. 
The program Is unique in that 
no financial assistance has been 
solicited during the year. The 
center, which receives all kinds 
of cast-off articles, .uses the men

waste material which in turn 
is sold at a very nominal price, 
thus making it self-supporting. 

Count the day lost, says Ma­ 
jor EUlson, when we do not 
have a number of "clients" who 
come to us with knotty prob­ 
lems and seeking some kind of 
a solution. For example, a one- 
armed radio .technician, an ex- 
Merchant Marine whose wife is 
an expectant mother, came say­ 
ing they were being evicted and 
that they were desperately in 
heed of assistance, A suitable

center. Another family who had 
"'tried" to Jive in their jalopy 
for twenty-two, days came seek­ 
ing food and shelter.

Last year articles donated to 
:he Salvation Army social ser­ 
vice created jobs for a dally 
average of 60 persons. This 
year, due to the center's en- 
arged facilities, it is hoped that 

more than double that number 
may be given the opportunity of 
maintaining their self-respect

Warning To File 
U.S. Tax Forms

Employrirs of Southern Cali­ 
fornia won' today reminded by 
Collector of Internal Rev 
Harry C. Wratovcr that 
have just eight days left 
which to flic federal withhold­ 
ing tax forms to report wages 
paid during 1946.

By January 31, Collector West 
over said, the following must be 
done:

Form W-l must be filed to re­ 
port and pay income taxes with­ 
held from employees' wages dur­ 
ing the fourth quarter of last 
year.

Form W:2, In duplicate, must

whosi; wages taxes were with­ 
held during 1946. This is the 
withholding receipt which can be 
used by the employee as his in­ 
come tax return.

Form W-2A, the triplicate 
copy of form W-2, must be 
filed in order1 to place each eir 
ptoyee's earnings on record, f 1

Form W-3, must be filed as" 
the annual reconciliation of all 
wages paid last year. The total
