Rep. Cecil R. King has intro­ 
duced in Congress a resolution 
calling upon President Truman 
to remove ^Commissioner John 
H. Fahey of the Federal Home 
Loan bank administration and 
Governor Harold Lee of the 
Federal Home Loan bank sys­ 
tem.

King referred, in a House 
speech, to a report by the com­ 
mittee of the last Congress to 
investigate executive agencies. 
He said the committee found 
Fahoy and Lee guilty of : 'abuse 
of authority." The committee 
also recommended that tho Fed­ 
eral Home Loan bank of Los 
Angeles, which had been reduced 
to subsidiary status, be restored 
to autonomous status.

The committee, he said, also 
called on Fahey and Lee to re­ 
voke orders appointing a con­ 
servator for the Long Reach 
Federal Savings & Loan asKO 
elation. .
