He fur-
ther confirmed' that the build-
ing not only is unsound in
design but that it had suf-
fered severe damage in the
1941 quake, as yet unrepaired.
In setting forth his decision
regarding the condition of the
structure, Jain reported that thc
building was inspected immedi
ately after the quake of Novem-
ber, 1941.
