*bout survivors' benefits - If
*ny. ill In the event of my 
death and his survival, could he 
draw any of my pension? (2) 
Or, if I survive him, would I ; 
be eligible for a widow's pen- 
sion in addition to the one I
 m drawing for my own dis­ 
ability? 1 3) Does a veteran's 
financial status have anything 
to do with survivor's benefits?

"We would be glad to havp 
you answer these questions in 
your Right Guide column."

!  answer to question No. I. 
If both man. and wife are vet­ 
erans 'and both in receipt of 
pensions or compensation and 
she should die he would be 
entitled only ,to accrued back 
payments due her at the time 
of her death.

Question No. J The fact that 
a widow of a veteran draws a 
pension as a result of her hus- 
band's war services does not 
prohibit her as a veteran from

  drawing pension or compensa­ 
tion for her own service.

Qnration No. S. In order to 
answer correctly question No. 
S, it is necessary to define the 
difference between pension and 
compensation. Compensation is 
the term applied to payments 
anade by the government to vet- 
«rans or their survivors for dis- 
abilities or deaths which are 
service connected. Pensions are 
disability and survivor payments 
not service connected. Incomes 
have no bearing on compensa­ 
tion but do have on pensions.
