On the basis of a bill passed
by Congress  and signed by
President Truman, a veteran
may, until August 1 of this
year, reinstate his term insur-
ance merely by signing a state-
ment that his health is as good
now as at the time the policy
lapsed, and paying two monthly
premiums.

Caldwell pointed out that
many veterans who cannot now
pass a physical examination for
insurance are. able to reinstate
their NSLI policies under this |
provision, and thus obtain needed
protection which may never
again be a~ailable to them.
Attention is especially called
to ‘an. outstanding provision of
the new legislation which elimi-
nates a previous requirement
that term insurance had to be
in effect for a year before it
could be converted to a perma-
nent plan. - Policies now may be
issued initially for any one of
the various forms of permanent
insurance, or term policies may
be converted at any time.

The new act also provides, in
certain cases, for automatic con-
version of term insurance to a
