Some 80 homes of the 
unit now are approaching com­ 
pletion, and the balance will be 
finished within the next few 
months, it was said.

He indicated that it will take 
several months to prepare the 
second unit, which Is east of the 
first unit, for home building 
operations. f

Foreseeing the need 'for new 
school facilities to serve Sea­ 
side Ranches, Walteria and Hol­ 
lywood Riviera, under the new 
Torrance City School system, 
Haggott already has offered the 
.new Torrance Board of Educa 
lion an eight-acre site In Sea 
side Ranches.
