State income tax returns for 
the year 1946 aie required to 
be filed by: Single indivii 
having a net Income of $3,000 
or more, or a gross income of 
$6,000 or more regardless of the 
amount of net income, and mar 
ried persons having an aggre 
gate net income of $4,800 or 
more, or an aggregate gross in 
come of $6,000 or more regard 
ess of the amount of net in 
come.
