Meanwhile, Superintendent of
Schools J. Henrich Hull has re-
newed his request for parents
and older students to aid at
crossings where school children
must face the hazards of heavy
traffic,

Superintendent Hull said:

“Childrén can be escorted in
groups. It takes a little time, but
the safety of the children is cer-
tainly worth the effort. Older stu-
de rged to assume some
reg\p‘ﬁnsmlinw for the safety of
the smaller ones.

“By using the indicated cross-
ings where they apply, children
will be able to attain the most
direct routes and the safest
routes to their schools. It is re-
quested that parents and teach-
ers cooperate by insisting upon
the use of the proper crossings
by their children.

“The superintendent is very
concerned about several places
in the district. Nearly all of the
children ' have to contend with
some traffic in going to and
from school.”
