In general, essential services 
of controlled housing accommo­ 
dations may not be discontinued 
until, written authority to do 
so Is obtained from the local 
office of Rent Conliol, Asso 
elate Area Rent Director C. H. 
ninvlock said today.

"Tenants am as fully protected 
against curtailment of services 
under the Housing and Rent 
Act of 1947 as they were under 
the old law," Blaylock s 
"They must receive the same 
service's, furniture, furnishing 
and equipment as previously."

HP pointed out. however, that 
although tenants who voluntari 
ly sign a lease providing for a 
rent Increase no greater than 
fifteen percent, are still entitled 
to the same services and equip­ 
ment, they, may not apply for 
a reduction in rent if they do 
not receive such services and 
emiipment.

"In such Instances," Blaylock 
said, "tenants may start suit In 
a federal or state court to re 
cover the amount of the over 
charge, which such a decreasi 
may constitute. The amount I 
determined by the court. Th 
landlord may bo liable for pen 
allies of $60, or three times thf 
amount of the overcharge 
whichever figure Is the great 
er, and in addition might be 
required to pay reasonable   a 

. torney fees and court costs."
