The City Council at its last
meeting ordered the city en-
gineer by resolution to pre-
pare final plans and spepifica-
tions for the Vista Highlands
improvement district,

The resolution also accepted
and approved the maodification
report of the improvements,
prepared by Harold A, Barnett,
consulting engineer, and Glenn
M. Jain, former ecity engineer,
and denied all protests filed on
the assessment,

Under the modifications,
improvements will consis
curbs, gutters, sidewalks, and
pavement in the. area bounded
by Torrance boulevard, Carson
street, Crenshaw boulevard, and
Hickory street, with a total es-
timated cost ‘of $145,640.62.
This represents ‘a reduction of
approximately 16 per cent to
the -individual property owner
from the earlier figure of $199,
402.80, the reduction of $53,
762.13 made possible by the ex-
‘clusion of the area west of
Hickory~ street that had been
in . the district originally but
was. excluded upon . protest of
the majority . of property own-
ers there,

The cost per average Idt in
the area was reduced from 8534
to $450 by the modification,
Since the improvements include
major streets, the city has indi-
cated that it could give 15 per
cent of the cost to be budgeted
from the county aid to cities
fund, and not to exwceed $26,000,
further reducing the cost per
lot to $382,

Final official tabulation of  pe-
titions of property owners in
the district showed that 48.55
per. cent had rogistered cond
tional approval; 28 88, protest;
17.8, no reply, and 3.77 were not
notified,

Two protest petitions were re-
ceived by the Council during the
hearings, while a third. protest
petition, bearing the names of
more than 60 per cent of the
property owners, was reccived
too late for official considera-
tion. * . Ve
