It has been suggested by the 
Street Naming Committee of the 
County Planning Congress that 
the streets henceforth bear the 
name of "Van Ness" for the 
sake of uniformity.

In a round-about fashion the 
streets are continuous from 
here to Van Ness avenue, whie.h 
starlH north of Manchester 
boulevard.

The Board of Supervisors re­ 
ferred the matter of name 
change to the County Survey­ 
or's office for recommendation. 
If the recommendation is favor­ 
able and the Board approves, 
there will bo a public hearing 
on the matter, the office of 
Chairman of the Board of Sup­ 
ervisors Raymond ft Darby 
said.

The historic Lomita thorough­ 
fare, which was laid out at the 
same time as the original tract 
and named after Nathaniel A. 
Narbonne, an area pioneer ranch 
or, bears great significance to 
this locality, and Lomltans asked 
by tho Lomita News said they 
would be reluctant to give it up.

President Jerry Ward of the 
Lomita Business Association 
said ho wished to give the mat­ 
ter consideration but that his 
first reaction was to oppose It.

"However," ho said, "if they 
want, to make the whole 
thoroughfare Narbonno avenue 
to the center of Los Angeles, 
I'm sure I could back that."
