In the last 10 years the nums
ber of telephones in service in
the Pacific West has been
doubled, it was announced today
by A. B. Smith, manager of The
Pacific Telephone and Telegraph
Company. A gain of more than
250,000 telephones. in the com-
pany's coast-wide territory thus
far in 1848 has brought the
total to an all-time high of 3.
659,000,

The increase this year is
about five and a half times
that of the corresponding pe-
riod in 1988 when a gain of
only 45,800 telephones was re.
corded. Ten years ago—after
60 years of operafion—the
compuany had 1,820,000 tele
phones in service,

More than 1,000,000 of the
telephones in service today were
added in a little over three yer
since the end of the war. The
manager said that this unpre-
cedented increase reflects the
tremendous development of the
coast and shows the allout ef-
fort of the company to provide
for the huge demand.
