COUNTY BOND PROPOSALS

A, This measure proposes the
approval of a §3,500,000 bond
issue, the proceeds of which
are to be used for the construe-
tion of a new Juvenile Hall,
The term of the issue is to be
20 years,

B, This measure proposes the
approval of a $5,000,000 bond
issue, the proceeds of which are
to be applied to the construc.
tion of a new Superior Court
building, The term of the issue
is to be 25 years. A portion of
the funds necessary for the con-
struction of this building have
already been provided by the
annual county tax levy,
CHARTER AMENDMENT

C. Summary: Provides for the
transfer of the administration,
management, and control of the
internal affairs of the Juvenile
Hall and, other detention homes
for juveniles and branches there-
of from the Probation Commit-
tee to the Probation Officer and
authorizes the Probation Officer
to appoint such employees as
may be necessary. With respect
to the internal affairs of the
institution designated by the
Board of Supervisors as the Los
