bid of $61,400.---------

The one-story steel stucco 
building will be located on 
school property Of Plaza Del 
Amo north' of- the present tem­ 
porary school headquarters.

The unit will house the dis­ 
trict offices, library, bus trans­ 
portation facilities, and meeting 
room for the Board of Educa­ 
tion. .

Nine bids for the construction 
job were received by the local 
board, ranging from tannin's 
low bid to a high of $76,066.

Christian School 
Planned For 
Riviera District

Construction of new quarters 
for the South Bay Community 
Christian School is expected to 
start. early in January. 1950, 
School Superintendent A. L. Trier 
announced yesterday, Site for 
the planned structure covers six 
blocks fronting on Highway 101

Now located In Redondo, the 
school has enrollment of 105 stu 
dents. When construction of the 
new school Is completed, facil­ 
ities for twice the number of 
present students will he avail 
able Trier said. .

The institution is non-denom­ 
inational and Is a California non- 
profit- corporation,' Trier de­ 
clared.

The new school will contain 
eight classrObms, each 21 by 3 
feet and will be staffed by'flv 
teachers.
