"To solve the long controversy, 
 fficials of the Metropolitan Wa­ 
ter District and other water au­ 
thorities favor a Supreme Court 
lecislon: Bills that would make 
this plan possible are before 
Congress now. Arizona is'fight- 
big any Supreme Court action 
tnd is attempting to get a poli­ 
tical settlement,". Cox said.

The' 
committee will also be assisted! 
by Dr. Charles'Bursch, chief ofj 
the division of schoolhouse plan­ 
ning, State Department of Edu­ 
cation.

The committee was requested 
by the Board of Trustees to 
study the outline of courses and 
student personnel services now 
being offered by .the college and 
to make any suggestions it deems 
advisable in the planning of the 
future building program.
