A ‘peculiar malady called psit
tacosis (parrot fever), has once
again made its appearance in
Los Angeles County. It is a
matter of -concern ‘to public
health officials because the di-
sease is highly contagious with
a mortality rate of more than
120 percent, It was somewhat
| facetiously called “old maid's
fever” back in the early 1930's
older women kept birds more
often than other individuals and
were therefore frequently ex-
posed to infection — but parrot
fever is not limited to any age,
| sex, or occupation. Anyone may
get the disease when exposed
to it but deaths usually occur
only in the older age group.
| Practically no fatalities were re-
corded in persons under 30 years
of age during the outbreak in
the United States some 20 years
ago but, in the age group over
(50, the death rate was high,

Parrots are not the only birds
who are the carriers of this di-
sease. Any psittacine bird, (par-
rots, parrakeets, Mexican double
heads,  mapaws, lorikeets, canar-
ies, love birds, pigeons, amazons,
or other members of the psit
tacine family) may transmit it
and healthy birds may-.be car:
riers. They need not be il in
order to pass the infection to
oth of ‘their kind, or to human
beings.
| Because of a similarity in
symptoms, parrot fever is often
confused with typhoid fever or!
influenza. According to a medi:
|cal expert, “one should be aus“‘
picious of peculiar types of ill-i
ness where the patient has been |
associated with any birds, sick |
or well, whether of the Immedi-
ate psittacine family or not."

There is no specific treatment |
for psittacosis ‘and no serum |
that will prevent it. Early' care |
by a physician is strongly rec: |
ommended as it will relieve |
sufféring and prevent complica:
