PATIENTS, EMPLOYEES
TO BE X-RAYED FOR TB

The Board of Supervisors recently accepted the oﬂ'm' of
the Los Angeles County Tuberculosis and Health Ass
to x-ray patients admitted to the County General Hospital.
The association will provide equipment valued at approximately
$20,000 and personnel for. the operation of the equipment. in-
volving about $30,000 per year for two years.

Supervisor Raymond V. Darby revealed that cach year
a considerable number of employees working at the hospital
were found to have contracted tuberculosis, presumably from
patients in whom the disease was still undetected upon admis-
sion,,

Plans ‘are to x-ray every patient on admission and also to
x-ray employees twice a year. In this manner, the discase will
be discovered at a much earlier date.
