Also, he nPvpr cried once about being a veteran, or getting a 
dirty deal. He laughs about how stupid he was for signing' up 
in the f'.uard. knowing what was jioiim to happen.

So I feel that the men who wrote that tetter are nothing 
hut n bunch of cry-babies. Sgi. Skidmore has as nnirh time in 
as almost any of them as a front line soldier. During World 
War U he served in both theaters, was wounded several times, 
and yet I've seen him hoist large men on his hack, go through 
some of the roughest training there is, and never once has he 
uttered a word of complaint. Never once did these other ser­ 
geants get down with their men in training. Sgt. Skidmorp was 
with us .through every phase of our training no matter what 
conditions prevailed.

These sergeants complained of medical care. Sgt. Skidmorp
