Dear Palmer:

| Once there came out a news

that in a certain village, all the
(rnp’llnlisl traitors, “enemy of
the people,” as they were called,
who had been condemned to
death were all called out and
forced to kneel down and to
use their knees and knee-caps
to move or walk over a road
covered with fragments or small
| pleces of glass. After they had

were released,

When' they were brought back
to their own homes by their
relatives, they all died one or
two, years later because of ago-
ny; having shed so many blood
or the flesh having putrified.
