Aids to Better Digestion

lincs,Iho abdomen as "a howl! 
shaped cavity that contains Hie; 
organs of indigestion." H is sal' 
that all humor contains an el, 
mcnt of fact. If this is Inn 
It would seem that Ihe fad - el,

nt in the above-quoted dcfin 
lion is that some people at 
more familiar with indigestion 
than witli normal digestion.

Let us briefly consider what 
digestion is and what part II 
plays in the ability of the body 
to make full use of the food we 
eat. We shall then better under­ 
stand the Importance of good 
digestion and the Importance of 
doing our best to promote II 
by eating In a wise manner!

After food Is (alien Inlo the 
body it undergoes several 
changes before It Is completely 
used up. First, it Is mixed with 
secretions of the mouth, 
stomach, and small Inteniitln 
and is reduced to a semi-liquid 
state. This Is merely a prepara 
lion of the food for the use by 
Ihe body. And this preparatory 
step Is railed digestion.

Then i-omi-s a second step i 
wlii fli Hie liquid food flllei 
Hi rough Ihe lining of H:

1. Food should he chewed 

thoroughly before it is swallow 
ed. The habit of eating hurried

2. For best digestion food 

should be tasty. H has been 
proved scientifically that tasty 
foods arc conducive to good Vli 
gestion.

3. Food should be eaten in 
moderate amount. A person 
should never feel "stuffed" al 
tin; end of a meal.

4. It Is better to eat a few 
foods, rather than a Urge va 
ilely, at a meal.

5. It Is an aid to digestion, 
nql 'to do heavy physical work 
Immediately after a meal.

6. The mind should he free 
of unpleasant thoughts during a 
meal. Heated arguments and 
'motional upsets have caused 

.nany a case of Indigestion 
Pleasant thoughts and pleasant 
conversation are friends of good 
digestion.  ,

7. Restoration of the median 
inil integrity of the body to as 
sun- normal nerve function Is a 
"must" to achieve better dice-1 
Hon.
