The instructor was brought to
trial before U, 8. Judge Peir-
son M. Hall after a guilty plea
to the perjury charges was ré.
jected. Vetterli testified that he
had sent Ted Miwa, a Nisel,
and his wife to Japan in 1941—
a matter that he denied in his
testimony before the grand jury.

He explained that he  helped
to send the pair to Japan to
work against.the Tojo-led gov-
ernment, which four months' la-
ter struck at Pearl Harbor,

The second charge grew out
of Vetterli’s denial before the
grand ' jury that he had ever:
been told that Ignacy Samuel
Witczak was a Communist
