A Coun-
ty Fire Department squad re-
lieved the officer and worked
with a resuscitator for 30 min-
utes, to no avail.

McCartney was pronounced
dead on arrival at Hillside Cli-
ni¢ by Dr. Thomas Simcox, ac-
cording to Deputy Sheriff BEarl
Snyder.
