Police Seeking Two
Hot Check Suspects

Torrance police were hoi on the tails of two bad-check 
suspects who, Sgt. Percy Bennctt said yesterday, have dropped
(465.55 in worthless paper on unsuspecting Torrance merchants. 

One of the suspects, who signed his name as John D.
Sander* to three purported payroll checks, li believed to be one
Vcrn Harley Watkins, Sgt. Ben-f             '          

nctt added, who has a record in 
L.ong Beach of a similar of- 
fensc. 'He was arrested and 
mugged Aug. 9, 1952, on bad
check charges. 

Sanders (or Hawklns) la want­ 
ed for possible forgery and sus­ 
picion of fictitious checks.. He
cashed onq at the Trend of 
Fashion Dress Shop, 1280 Bar-
tori Ave., one at Klrby's Shoe 
Store, 1276 Sartorl Ave., and 
one at Ryon's Service Station,
101 W. Carson St. They were 
in the amounts of $08.83, $63.40
and $65.32 respectively. 

He Is described as about 40, 
six feet one Inch, 194 pounds, 
with dark hair and four play- 
ng cards tattooed on his left 
forearm. 

The checks were drawn on 
the account of E. &. Thorne- 
berry Jr., on the Long Beach 
branch of the Seturlty First Na­ 
tional Bank. Thornebcrry's signa­ 
ture is the basis for suspicion 
of forgery, since the bank ad­
vises that the account has long
been closed. 

Sanders gave two different ad­ 
dresses In cashing the checks, 
all of which WCBC made out In 
the space of three days. 

The other suspect, Bennett said 
is really two, operating as a 
team. He described them as K

Between them, they have given 
five checks In amounts of $50
(four) and $60 (one), Bennet 
said, to the Cabrlllo Market 
Sam Levy Department Store and 
the Bank of America. 

Benhett said the moduapperan

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or Alllson to make out the 
hecks and the Fenwick woman 
o cash them. He added that 
he woman's "sales talk" was Bo  
jood she convinced her victims « 
hat an account actually existed % 
n a bank on Trcasurq Island. - 

Alf the Alllson checks were
returned marked "no account." 
Berinett said that Joe Klink,
Of the   Cabrillo Market, will 
swear out a warrant for the 
pair's arrest tomorrow.
