Pick El Camino 
To Take Part in 
National Survey

El Camino College has beei 
selected to be one of 100 col 
'eges In the United States t< 
participate in a nation-wide stu 
dy of costs students Incur Will 
attending college.

Merl F. Sloan, director of stu 
dent personnel, said 200 under 
graduate students of the collegi 
have been selected to take par 
In the survey by filling out L 
four-page questionnaire preparec 
by the United States Office 0 
Education.

The purpose of the study wa 
described as being to dctermln 
what may be done to assist sti 
dents going to college. "Parents 
college administrators, boards o 
trustees, donors, agencies, Stat 
and Federal governments, a 
well as students themselves, 
lave frequently expressed con 
:crn about the pyramiding cost 
itudents Incur In attending co 

lege," a statement on the quo: 
tionnalrc read. "There appear 
to be a well-founded fear tha 
these costs may price cortal 
economic groups out of the co 
lege market, thus depriving th 
nation of the effective use o 
one of Its most valuable n 
sources the leadership potentle 
of Its young men find women." 

Results of the study, Sloan 
said, will be published by t 
Department of Health, EducatL. 
and Welfare sometime In tho fu­ 
ture. They will assist both pul 
lie and private agencies In plai 
nlng future School tuition pr 
grams.
