A bill designed to protect the 
underground water along the 
southern coast of California was 
signed by Gov. Warren en July

This bill will add sections 
2020 and 2021 to the water 
code. Under these new sections, 
he State Engineer may apply 

for a preliminary Injunction, to 
itrlct pumping from a ground 

water basin where adjudication 
if water rights Is In prpgres: 

and where continued unrestrlct 
ed pumping would be frropara- 
blc Injury to basin waters. 

The law affects the counties of 
.nta Barbara, Venture, Los 

Angeles, orange and San Diego, 
but since the West Basin Is 
he only area In these countlo:
