may leave vietims and bystand-
ers upset and confused. So wise
people form a plan of conduct

in advance, Then, in an emer-
gency, they do the right thing
almost without thinking. They
have thought through the main
steps already. ,

Here are some things for a
driver to do or not to do:

Stop!

Assist the injured.

Get license numbers.

Identify the other driver,

Identify yourself to' him,

Contact ‘witnesses.

Make written notes.

Report the ‘accident to the
police or sheriff.

See a doctor if necessary.
Stop when you can without
blocking traffic. Never drive
away from an accident without
giving * the other party your
name. Tq do so is a crime. Seg
it anyone is hurt. If so, and if
the injury is serious, call a doc-
tor or an ambulance—whichever
is quicker. Make the hurt person
comfortable. But do not move
him in any way that could add
to his injury.

Get the other driver's name,
address, license number. Give
him yours. Give these facts to
any of the injured. Show your
driver's license to the injured
and the other driver upon re-
quest.
