A properly drawn will has the 

backing of our courts. It will see 
that your wishes are carried out 
IB you want them to be.

Should you leave creditors, the 
'courts will seek to satisfy their 
Interests. The court will see also 
that your "legatees and devis­ 
ees" take their due part of the 
property you leave for them..

In recent times, besides wills, 
men and women have used 
"trusts" to dispose ot their prop­ 
erty after death.

A man, for example, can set up 
a trust and put* to work while 
he i> still living. Trusts can also 
be set up to go into effect after 
death to achieve certain purpos-

Today, for example, many 
wealthy men create trusts to 
serve the Interests of mankind 
In universities, churches, hospi­ 
tals, and research.

Trusts, too, often protect a

man's family. Instead of leaving 
an estate outright, you may 
create a trust to manage your 
estate and turn over the pro­ 
ceeds to your beneficiaries.

You will do well to check up 
on your will once In a while. 
Does it meet with your chang­ 
ing circumstances?

During the war, the armed 
forces urged the men to make 
their wills. Millions of these wills 
wete written. Now many of thes* 
men, single at the time, have 
come back, married, and started 
a family. The old will does not 
expres| their wishes any longer. 

A single man who went over­ 
seas may have named parents 
as the legatees and devisees 
under his will..Now he may Want 
to take car* of his wife and 
children.

The right to leave your prop­ 
erty as you please is on* of your 
most precious legal rights.
