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THE CHILD AS A WHOLE
Newer trends In child growth and development offer the 

concept of the child as a "whole" . . . that he must be con-
 Idered in relation to his environment in order for any eva­ 
luation of him to be meaningful.

Life requires the child to be able to express in man.   
complex and varied roles through the years. The relation- 
ships he builds in these many areas of his life play a 
most important part in the growth and development of 
his total personality and behavior.

When we consider the child, It must be with this "wl'.olc 
child" approach, which means we would, in addition to dif­ 
ferent areas of his life and his relationships and adjustment 
therein, consider his over-all level of emotional maturity as
 well as his behavior, attitudes, etc.

ENVIRONMENT IMPORTANT
So often a child is labeled "good, bad, or smart," etc., for 

all time when perhaps he has exhibited some of these quali­ 
ties only in a given area of his life. Wo do need to be 
sure and examine his environment at aViy given time also 
to see his relationship to It.

Many times the environment Is playing a role in deter­ 
mining the type of behavior a child is exhibiting. For 
example, In' many instances when the children go to grand­ 
ma's house, know how "easy" it is for them to be "good." 

RiDLATIONSHIPS MEANINGFUL
Recently there appeared In a local newspaper the story 

of a boy who turned Communist. The mother related "he 
was such a good boy." We need to ask In relation to what? 
Under what circumstances? What kinds of situations brought 
forth the "good" of this boy?

As the account progressed it became quite clear that 
there was a lack of creative .spontaneous behavior on the 
part of the boy except in a few limited areas. Mainly 
there was a complete lack of understanding of himself and 
his ability to build meaningful relationships with those of 
his own age group. Over and over he turned toward those 
Benior to him, It appeared in preference to those on a level 
of development cind understanding with himself. The mother's 
etatement was "I don't understand it" . , .

ATTITUDES IMPORTANT
Let us not fail to evaluate our child as a whole personal­ 

ity in relationship to his little world about him at any given 
time, as well as the various roles he plays in life. In this 
w,iy we can observe him more objectively and guide him 
more intelligently, as well as discover any lack, repression, 
inhibition on his part long before it can cause major diffi­ 
culty in his life.

Just because a child does well in the academic portion 
of his school experiences doesn't excuse his parents from 
examining his Interpersonal relationships in that school 
experience. His attitudes, interest, activities, and general 
approach to the "whole" Is vital In determining his mental 
health.

Fortunate are the parents whose child is in a school 
experience in which his educators have this approach. I can't 
stress it enough.

Help your child to grow and develop in an all-around 
manner, gradually guiding him to greater degrees of self- 
expression.
