
New Snakebite 
Cure Described

Snakebite Is one of the few 

«orious hazards that Individuals 
ncounter while vacationing 

n Los Angeles County. Statistics 
reveal that these incidents are 
relatively uncommon In occfir- 
rence but snakebite is a serious
thing and the derives
little comfort from statistics,

Now, however, unpleasant 
the bite may be, a new nieth 
In first aid treatment apparently 
lessens both the danger and th 
physical discomfort that general­ 
ly follows the bite of any venom­ 
ous snake.

This new treatment, which 
may replace the cut and suction 
method used for many years, Is 
known as the L-C method (liga­ 
ture and cryotherapy). This 
simply means the use of a con­ 
stricting band and the the 
He application of cold.

The method was devised by 
Dr. Herbert L. Stahnke, an Ari 
rxma scientist who reported his 
work In last year's January Is 
sue of the American Journal of 
Tropical Medicine and Hygiene. 
The procedure has revolutionized 
the treatment of venomous bites 
and stings In Arizona and is mr 
widely used and recommended by 
health officals and medical prac­ 
titioners throughout that region.

Assuming the bite is on the 
hand, foot or leg, a constricting 
hand is placed a short, distance 
nbovn the puncture wound Im­ 
mediately after the bite occurs.

Since the Idea is to slow down 
I he flow of venous blood back to 
Ihe heart and yet. permit the

free circulation of nrtei'ial bloo 
It is Important not to have t 
band too tight, A regular co 
strictlng band, like those th 
Qome with snakebite kits, Is fin 
but a shoe-lace or heavy piece 
string will do very well. 

A piece of Ice Is then placi 
ver the site of the bite while 

quantity of Ice and water is o
tained and put in a ntaln
large enough to permit 
merslon of the limb well beyon 
the ligature. After five minute 
of immersion, the band may b 
removed. The limb must be " 
in Iced water for at least 
hours.

If the rattler- happens to b 
large, or the victim a small chll 
this treatment may have to b 
kept up 14 to 20 hours. Shoul 
tho bite be on the body, a larg 
Ice-pack of finely crushed Ice 
used.

It Is vei-y Important that th 
patient be kept warm while th 
treatment Is going on so tha 
Irculatlon throughout the body 
vith the exception of the po 

soned limb, remains good. How 
iver, whiskey, or other alcoholl 
itlmulants which speed up th 

circulation, should be avoided.
These first aid measures pi
nt the venom from t ravelin 

through the system In amount 
that are large enough to over 
'helm the body's natural

The ligature confines the po 
son to the site of the bite unt 
I he temperature of the region I 
lowered enough to ca 
triction of the b'lood

Phis permits very slo passag
of the venom Into the system
