Taxpayers with heavy medi­

cal expenses In 1954 got a big 
break under the new tax law.

In the first place, certain 
sick benefits arc not even 
counted as Income. This was 
true before In the case of In- 

,. stlred plans, but now applies 
, to benefits from the uninsured 
, employer as well. Here's what 
. you can receive free of tax 
t from your employer or his In- 
  surance company: 

1. Payment for medical ex­
penses. 

2. Payment for permanent 
Injury (hot based on time

sickness.

4. Payments under Work­ 
men's Compensation acts.

5. Payment up to $100 a 
week for loss of wages 
while yqu are absent due 
to Injury or sickness, ex- 

k cept that the first week's 
f pay Is taxable unless you 

are absent due to an In­ 
jury or are hospitalized
for at least one day. 
Medical and Dental 

  Deductions 
Using the long form and 

Itemizing your deductions you 
can now deduct more than
you could last year. First you
add up your expenses for med- 

  icine and subtract 1 per cent 
of your adjusted gross Income.
Add the remainder to your 

' other medical and dental ex-
nenses. includine doctor, den­
tist and hospital bills you
have paid, transportation (but 
not living expenses) for medi­ 
cal treatment away from 
home, and medical insurance 
premiums. 

From this total you must
subtract any benefits received 
from your medical insurance 
and, unless you are 65 or over, 
3 per cent (inF-toad of the old 
R per cent) of your adjusted
gross Income. This will give
vou the amount of your med­
ical and dental deduction. It 
cannot be any more, howev
er, than the maximum based
on your exemptions.

This maximum has been 
raised to $2500 pvr exemp­ 
tion (except those for old age 

L and blindness) up to $5000 for
* a single person and up to 
. $10,000 for a head of house­ 

hold or on a joint return. 
Charity Made Easier.

There Is still the 20 per cent 
limit on charitable contribu­ 
tions in general, but you can 
take a deduction for an addi­ 
tional 10 per cent of your In­ 
come contributed to religious
organizations, schools and hos­ 
pitals. Within the 20 per cent
limit you can now Include
gifts to non-profit cemeteries, 
.is well as any "religious, char­ 
itable, scientific, literary or
educational" organization.
