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Income Tax

DON'T FORGET JOB
EXPENSES, HOME AND
CAR DEDUCTIONS

(This is one of a series of
articles on income tax
changes, The articles arge
based on Information prov
ed by the American Institute
of Accountants and the
California Society of Certi-
fled Accountants.)

What difference does it
make whether you take a fed-
eral income tax deduction be-
fore or after determining your
adjusted gross income? Plen-
ty.

Certain deductions can be
taken before you arrive at
your adjusted gross income,
from which you can still de-
duct 10 per cent as a stand-
ard deduction instead of item-
izing any other deductions.

For example, a business man

, can deduct his reasonable and
necessary expenses for travel
that keeps him away from his
home city overnight before ar-
riving at his adjusted gross
income. So can an employee
when traveling for his employ-
er. This was true under the
old law and remains in effect.

The employee was at a dis.
advantage, however, when de-
ducting other expenses in con-
nection with his work. These
could not be treated the same
way—unless they were reim-
bursed by his employer (in
which case the reimbursement
would be counted as income).
Otherwise, he could only de-
duct. such expenses among
his itemized deductions. If he
used the 10 per cent stand-
ard deduction he would lose
them entirely.

Transportation Expenses
The new law allows the em-

ployee to deduct before deter-
mining adjusted gross. income
all his trensportation expenses
in connection with his employ-
er's business. These include
fares, automobile expenses,
and (If in connection with
overnight travel) meals and
lodging.

Employee's expenses other
than these can only be de-
ducted if the standard deduc-
tion or tax table is not used.
The expense of communting
between home and place of
work 1s not deductible at all.

An “outside salesman” ‘(one
who usually works dway from
his employer’'s place of busl-
ness) can deduct all his busi-
ness expenses before arriving
at adjusted gross income, just
as If he were in business for
himself.

Automobile Deductions

To deduct automobile ex-
penses in connection with busi-
ness travel you should first
add up the total cost of main-
taining your car, including de-
preciation, gasoline, oil, re-
pairs, garage, rent, etc, DI-
vide this total by the number
of miles you drove in 1945 to
find the average cost per mile,
then multiply this by the num-
ber of miles you drove your
car for business’ travel only.
‘This will give you the amount
you should deduct for busi-
ness use of your car.

Even if you don’t use your
car for business, there are
stil] some deductions you can
take if you don't use the
standard deductions or tax

* table. For example: state and

L

local sales taxes on purchases
of car, auto registration fee,
state gasoline tax, and losses
from an accident not due to
your “willful negligence” and
not covered by insurance. *

Dlploma Mills for Nurses Hit: Elected Ufility Confrol Sought

Member of the Assembly
46th Assembly District
My Assembly Bill No. 30, in-
troduced by me on Jan. 19, will
be heard before the Assembly
Committee on Constitution-
al  Amendments. It provides
that the five members of the
Public Utilities Commission
must be elected by the people
instead of being appointed by

the Governor.

This is no reflection on the
present Governor or any past
Governor. It is simply an at-
tempt to have the Public Utili-
ties Commission directly reflect
the wishes of the people of Cal-
ifornia instead of catering to
the interests of those public
utilities which forever seek
higher and higher rates.

For example, the Los Angeles
Transit Lines has, for the past
seven years, hauled a smaller
number of passengers, operat-
ed a smaller number of cars
and buses, employed,a smaller
number of people, rendered
worse service, obtained a high-
er fare increase each year
from the Public Utilities Com-
mission, and in spite of all
these facts has steadily paid a
higher dividend each year on
the common stock.

This is' no idle 1

cent is $4.80, which is a. hlghpr
rate of return than mnny peo-
ple réceive from operating their

own private business ertér-

prises. This is a very high rate
of return for a utllity corpora-
tion and clearly shows that
their rates are too high,
Diploma’ Mills

A diploma mill is an organi
ization or iInstitution which
grants diplomas in return for
the payment of money without
giving adequate training or ed-
ucation to juatify the diplo-
mas,

In other words, a diploma mill
is a racket. It is an ancient
racket, dating back hundreds of
years, having originated in Eu-
rope long before the settlement
of what i8 now the Unitea
States. However, its ancient
age does not take away the
arbma. L

anyone who can pay the fee re-
gardless of their mental, moral,
or physical qualifications. It is
generally recognized that a
nurse, ‘“practical” or trained,
should be able to read'and
write the English language, and
have at least tWo years of high
school. i

In fact, most of my consti-
tuents think a nurse should
have at least a high school ed-
ucation before she enters
nurses’ training.  In spite of
this, many students are accept-
ed who have never gone beyond
the sixth grade of grammar
school.

Physicall, any nurse, “practi-
cal” or trained, should be in
good health and she should
sfart her training while she is
young enough to do the hard
work of nursing, and yet some
of the diploma mills will accept
women as old as sixty or sev:
enty, at ‘a period in their. lives
when they -should be looxing
forward to a well-degerved rest,
with others looklng out for
them.

Morally, a atudent should
have no record of drug addic-
tion, alcoholism, or police ar-
rests. She should be well ad-

justed emotionally because a
nurse must be calm at all times,
suppress her own emotions, and
quiet the mental storms of her
patiefits. ”* |

Secondly, those who employ
nurses are entitled to protec-
——MORE —; MORE MORE
tion against "those who have
had inconiplete training, or who
have had adequate training but
lack the personal qualifications
for nursing. When a person Is
sick, he ,wants to .know that
the woman who enters the sick
room ‘wearing a nurse's cap
and {iniform' is really and truly
prepared, duly and truly quall-
fied.

Pin and Diploma

In-return for a few of several
hundved - dollars, the. -so-called
graduate of the so-called school
of practical nursing receives a

‘cap, a uniform, a pin,.a ther-

mometer, and a diploma, It
would be ‘honm-r to. buy these
items at a .store and be done
with it because they create a
false sense of confidence in the
so-called “graduates” and,
worse yet, in the minds of the
patients.

Some' of “the schools adver-
tise that a woman can come in

. physical thetapist.

a few hours per week for res|
dent ‘instruction, read a few {l
lustrated pamphlets at night.
and graduate after a few
weeks.

Red Cross Is Better

The students are taught how
to take temperatures with a
thermometer, change the linen
on,a bed, put on bandages, and
a few things like that. A Red
Cross First Aid. course would |
be far better, and the Red Cross |
Home Nursing Course, in the
opinion of many doctois'ana
registered nurses, would be in-
finitely better than any of the
so called courses in prnctlml
nursing.

The present laws relating to
schools for practical nurses,
called ‘“vocational’ nurses™ in
the State Code, are inadequate
because they make it permis-
sive and not mandatory for the
schools to meet the prescribed
minimum requirements. All
those whom I know who are
familiar with this' subjeet,” in
cluding M.D.s, osteopaths, chi-
ropractors, nnnnopath‘a and
, agree - with’
me that we need hundreds of
adequately trained practical
nurses, but wé do not need and
should not have thousands of
people who have little more
than a cap, a gown, a pin and
