This article will deal with the
stance, or position of the feet
in making a golf shot.

‘There are three basic stances,

1—the square stance, where
both feet are paraliel to the
line of flight of the ball;2—the
closed stance, which means the
right foot is drawn back from
the lne of flight; and 3—the
open stance, where the right
foot is advanced towards the
line of flight which opens the
body toward the objective,
. The square stance |s the one
used on most full shots, in-
eluding shets with the dniver
and all woods and long (low-
numbered) irons.

The closed stance Is used to
increase the arc of the club
head and ~'"» o proaduce a
hook or pulled ball,

The epen s.anse iy used on
appreach shots and also to pro-
duce an Intentional slice or
drawn shot.

Equalizing the weight of the
body is a must on all shots on
Jevel ground, with the position
of the ball advanced in wood
shots, or off the left foot. In
iron shots, the width of the
stance diminishes as the dis-
tance becomes shorter on the
phot to be made,
