Beverly Hills, West Los 
Angeles, Inglewood, Culver 
City, Hawthorne, Santa Monica, 
Torrance, Redondo and other 
nearby communities.

ONLOOKERS 
HEADACHE 
FOR POLICE

Curious onlookers at acci­ 
dents often cause more col­ 
lisions anrl tip up traffic, the 
Traffic Education Section of 
the Los Angeles Police Depart­ 
ment said Friday.

Bystanders often help to tie 
up traffic for blocks at the 
scene of an accident, the depnrt- 
ment said, if they do not cause 
accidents themselves. During 
a recent bridge collapse on the 
Snnta Ana Freeway, traffic was 
tied up for hours, even on the 
unaffected side of the freeway.

In an effort to r.lesr up some 
of the confusion, the depart­ 
ment offered the following 
rules.

1. Stop only If you witness 
an accident or can render im- 
medlatp necessary assistance.

2. Obey the directions of po­ 
lice officers at the scene' of an 
accident.

3. Keep a normal, safe speed 
where vehicles Involved In an 
accident have been removed 
from thn road, unless traffic 
controls are present.

4. Avoid unnecessary slow 
down on any street, or freeway.

f>. If on a freeway, use the 
nearest exit, If there Is an ob­ 
vious traffic congestion ahead.
