Paul Mason, state director of 
motor vehicles, advised all trail­ 
er coach owners to check the 
status of their trailer registra­ 
tion n(. once. If the registration 
and license fees are due, they 
automatically became delin­ 
quent Sept. 7, under terms of 
the new law.

"The trailer coach registration 
requirement!! were strengthen­ 
ed and made more Inclusive by 
the new law," Mason said. "The 
major effect of the legislation 
Is to provide that any trailer 
coaeh within this State shall be 
subject to annual registration 
and licensing whether It Is oper­ 
ated or not.

.Registration Needed
"Many tral'er coach users 

who have been living In the vc 
hlcles as house trailers, or wtv 
have been moving them only 
occasionally, have not beoi 
much concerned about th 
State's registration require 
menls. Under the new law, thry 
are required to apply Immedi 
ately for registration."

The motor vehicles directoi 
said the State foes include th 
flat $8 annual registration fe 
required for all motor vehicles, 
and a license fee of two pe'1 
cent, of the valuation of the ve­ 
hicle determined by the Depart- 
nent of Motor Vehicles as spe 
 Ifled in law.

Penalties Imposed 30 days 
after the fees' are delinquent 
amount to 100 per cent of the 
eglstrallon fee and SO per
