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Policy on Quarantine for Rabies Areas Announced
A policy statement setting 

forth conditions under which 
a rabies quarantine on dogs 
will be established In 26 Call- 
fornia counties declared "rab­ 
ies endemln areas" was issued 
yesterday to local health offi­ 
cers In those areas by Dr. Mal-

coin H. Merrill, State Director 
of Public Health. The statement 
was Issued following a confer­ 
ence with the Committee on 
Administrative Practices of the 
California Conference of Local 
Health Officers In Stockton yes­ 
terday In which problems relat­ 
ing to the rabies control pro­ 
gram were discussed.

At the Stoekton meeting It 
was brought out that If the lo­

cal health officer In rabies on 
demlc area does not declare 
quarantine or take other ac 
ceptable action, the State 
partment of Public Health will 
declare a quarantine after 
Is convinced all avenues for se­ 
curing acceptable action have 
been exhausted.

Dr. Merrill In his statcmen 
pointed out-that a rabies en 
demlc area, or a portion of that 
area will not be required to es 
tabllsh a quarantine If It now 
has or Is In process of adopt 
Ing an adequate program for 
the control of rabies as permit 
ted by the State Health and 
Safety Code.

The State Department of 
Public Health will consldei 
an "adequate" substitute for 
quarantine a city or county 
government jurisdiction which 

adopted and enforces an 
ordinance which provides for re­ 
gistration of all dogs, ar.tlrab- 
les vaccination of all dogs al­ 
lowed to run at large, mainten­ 
ance of a pound and pick-up 
system.

If rabies continue to occur In 
such areas six months after 
adoption of an ordinance, the
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Department will Investigate and 
may require more strict en­ 
forcement or establishment of 
a quarantine.
- Los Angeles County Is one of 
the endemic counties.

In Accident

Tho license to drive a motor 
vehicle, legally held to be a priv­ 
ilege and not a right, Imposes 
upon the holder certain r-spons- 
ibllltlcs.

One group of these require­ 
ments sets forth what a driver 
must d o when involved I n a 
traffic accident. The Los An­ 
geles Police Department empha­ 
sizes the noed for all drivers 
to become familiar with these 
Vehicle Code regulations and 
lists thorn as follows.

Upon lun.ii.i; an iwulent, the 
driver must:

1. Stop imiui'diaMy.
2. Give his name, address, 

registration number of the ve­ 
hicle or occupants of (he vo- 
hlcle collided with,

3. Exhibit his driver's licen­ 
se to the above persons, upon 
request, or to police officers 
at tho scene.

4. Render reasonable assist­ 
ance to Injured persons, Includ­ 
ing the carrying o. the making 
arrangements for the carrying 
of such persons to a place 
where medical treatment can be 
given.

5. In those cases where no 
officers are present at the scene 
of a fatal or Injury accident, 
make a report within 24 hours 
to local police department or 
State! Highway Patrol office.

Failure to comply with any 
of (he above requirements may 
result In a charge of hit and 
run driving.
