Plant Bulbs 
Now to Get 
Best Growth

Soon even the warmest areas 
of the state will begin to feel 
the nip of the winter season, 
and then, warns the California 
Association of Nurserymen, It 
will be too late to plant bulbs, 
so get them Into the ground 
now! ' <f 

As most gardeners realize, 
the depth at which you plant 
the bulbs depends upon the 
type of bulb flower you are 
working with. Bulb favorite tho 
Daffodil should be sot into the 
soil four to six inches deep and 
six to eight Inches apart; the 
Tulip five to seven Inches deep, 
six to eight inches npirt. Your 
nurseryman ran tell you Ihe 
planting depths for the other 
bulb flowers. 

Method* Differ 
Planting methods for bulbs 

differ with each species, of 
course, but in general it may 
be said that most prefer a 
sandy loam, spaded deeply with 
a complete plant, food worked 
well Into the soil. If thn soil 
Is especially sandy It may he 
well to add small rocks or grav­ 
el beneath the bulbs to Insure 
complete drainage. Set the 
bulbs at the correct depth, rest- 
Ing firmly on the soil, and keep 
tho soil moist during the grow­ 
ing season. 

Some bulb authorities recom­ 
mend that warm climate gard 
eners working where the 
ground doesn't freeze store Tu­ 
lip and Jaffodll bulbs In the 
re/rlgerator for 60 days before 
planting since these are coo 
climate plants and require this 
conditioning. 

Plant In Pots 
You may want, to try bulbs 

In containers, for many seem 
especially suited for such a 
situation. Be. sure to provide 
room for root developemen' 
but don't be afraid to place 
several bulbs In a container. 
Provide the necessary cool, 
dark depth of soil necessary

can't plant deep In a rontnlnrr 
by setting the containers Into 
a trench, coUIfrnme. or pit am 
covering with earth, peat, sand, 
sawdust or mulch. Keep under 
these mixtures until the roots 
have developed sufficiently and 
the stem growth has reached 
two o four Inches and Is green.
