Facts, Figures Show Why 
Appliance Demand Climbs

Here are facts and figures 
which explain why the demand 
for major appliances In Amer­ 
ica is climbing higher and 
higher every year: 
Automatic W ashen

A survey conducted by a 
manufacturer's home econom­ 
ics laboratory showed that a 
family wash of five eight-pound 
loads can be done by an op­ 
erator of average skill In 
yme _ 5.4 minutes per load. 
This is only 10 per cent of the 
energy and 15 per cent of the 
time required by other home 
laundry methods. The tests 
also indicated that home- 
washed linens and clothing 
last from 331/3 per cent to
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100 per cent longer than 
those commercially laundered. 
Automatic Dryers

The same survey showed 
that use of a dryer saves a 
total of three hours per week 
formerly spent In hanging, 
sprinkling and Ironing clothes. 
It also eliminates labor In­ 
volved in carrying 90 and 120 
pounds of clothes to and from 
the clothesline. Dryer-dried 
clothes and household linens 
also last longer than those line- 
dried, with better retention of 
fabric, color and texture, less 
loss of tensile strength. With 
drying time shortened and 
drying made Independent of 
weather, fewer clothes and 
linens are required. 
Automatic Dishwashers

The research showed that for 
the average family, about five 
minutes are required to pre­ 
pare dishes and load a dish­ 
washer, compared with 35 min­ 
utes needed to scrape, rinse, 
dry and put away dishes when 
the work Is done by hand. 
Breakage of china and glass­ 
ware is reduced. Use of dish­ 
cloths and dishtowels is al­ 
most eliminated.

The company's studies indi­ 

cated that food preservation by 
freezers requires only half as 
much time as canning. Time 
and energy are saved by fewer 
shopping trips. Foods can be 
cooked and frozen when time 
is available. With both fresh 
ind cooked frozen foods on 
band, meals can be prepared 
quickly and easily. Money can 
be saved by buying food in 
quantities, taking advantage of 
sales and of low seasonal 
prices. Food preparation costs 
and food wastes are reduced 
by wise use of plan-overs and 
left-overs.

Inside Color 
Possible on 
White Units

Whether or not you like 
color on the outside of your 
appliances, it seems possible 
that some of those you buy 
may not be white inside.

Some of the makers found 
costs mounting when they 
tried to match all the new 
outside colors inside their 
products. Last year they tried 
various ways of meeting the 
problem.

At 'least one manufacturer
mged Interior colors on 

both white and colored appli­ 
ances. He thinks he has found 
a single interior color that goes 
well with both white and col­ 
ored exteriors.

The idea has not moved far 
enough to establish a trend, 
but in the future there is a 
good chance the appliances 
you buy may have color inside 
whether they are white or col­ 
ored outside.

Power Fails, 
What to Do?-

What happens to a freezer 
full of precious food when.the 
electric power goes off?

Cornell University special­ 
ists say there is little chance 
of frozen food thawing In the 
first 48 hours of power Inter­ 
ruption, if the freezer is not, 
opened.

They do, however, advise 
checking the food after 24 
hours to make sure it Is still 
frozen hard and has no sign of 
moisture..

To prevent thawing during 
prolonged power failure, place 
dry Ice in the center of each 
compartment
