
Sacramento Report
The Antl-Narcotlci Bill 

Assembly Bill No. 8, which I 
^Introduced on Jan. 8, 1957, Is 
officially described as "An Act 
to amend Section 11714 of the 
Health and Safety Code, relat­ 
ing to UVB sale of narcotics to a 
minor. It reads as follows: 

','The people of the State of 
California do enact as follows: 
 "SECTION 1. Section 11714 

of the Health and Safety Code 
is amended to read: 

"11714. Every person over 
21 years of age who hires, em­ 
ploys, or uses a minor In un­ 
lawfully transporting, carrying, 
telling, giving away, preparing 
for sale or peddling any nar- 
fcotic, or who unlawfully sells, 
furnishes, administers, gives, 
or offers to sell, furnish, ad­ 
minister, or give, any narcotic 
to a minor, is guilty of a felony 
|nd shall be punished by im­ 
prisonment in the state prison 
for not less than five years or 
by imprisonment in the state 
prison for life, at the discre­ 
tion .of the court, and for a 
Subsequent offense shall be 
punished by imprisonment in 
the state prison for not less 
than 10 years or shall, suffer 
death, at the discretion of the court." 

Highlights of Bill 
There are several features of 

this bill which should.be em­ 
phasized: 

1. It applies only to adults, 
that is, it does not apply to 
minors who commit the of- 
Fenses specified. The reason 
Is that when I introduced a 
limilar bill in a previous sea­ 
son of the Legislature I en­ 
countered opposition from 
those who did not want harsh 
leniences for minors. 

2. It is mandatory for the 
Judge to sentence the offender 
to five years in prison for the 
first offense and to 10 years on 
the second offense. 

3. Life imprisonment for the 
first offense and death for the 
second offense are both option­ 
al' with the judge, not manda­ 
tory. The reason for this is 
that juries might be reluctant 
;o vote convictions if the ex­ 
treme penalties were manda­ 
tory. 

4. Some people ask: If the 
offender is sentenced to life 
imprisonment on the first of­ 
fense, why is there a provision 
for a jtiofe severe penalty on a 
second1 conviction? The answer 
is twofold:

First, it is possible to peddle 
narcotics inside a prison. It is 
done in almost every prison in 
the United States at one time 
or another. 

Second, a life sentence in 
the State of California means, 
on an average, less than eight 
years in prison. This seems un­ 
believable, but statistics show 
that those sentenced to life Im­ 
prisonment in California get 
out on parole or are pardoned 
In most cases long before they 
serve the sentence and this re­ 
duces ̂ the average time in pris­ 
on un'der a death sentence to 
less than eight years. 

Two Theories 
There are two theories of 

imprisonment. The oldest the­ 
ory is that we put people in 
prison to punish them, Inci­ 
dentally hoping that they will 
be reformed and can be re­ 
habilitated and eventually re­ 
turned to society as good citi­ 
zens. In the case of narcotic 
peddlers, this is an idle dream 
in the majority of cases. 

The second theory of Impris­ 
onment is that we put people 
In prison to keep them out of 
circulation so that they cannot 
be 'walking around among re­ 
spectable people, continuing to 
commit their crimes. _ Even if 
the punishment and rehabilita­ 
tion theory were unsound, the 
idea of putting criminals away 
where they cannot continue 
their crimes justifies imprison­ 
ment. 

The Death Penalty 
The one big argument for 

the death penalty is that it 
permanently removes the crim­ 
inal from circulation, putting 
him beyond the reach of a gov­ 
ernor's pardon or the tender 
clemency of a parole board: 
This guarantees' that at least 
one dope peddler will not clr-t 
culate to make addicts of more 
innocent people, especially 
minors, as provided for by my 
own Assembly Bill No. 9. 

The Worst Narcotic 
Heroin is the worst narcotic 

peddler today because the vic­ 
tim of heroin loses all desire 
to be. cured, to reform, or to do 
anything for himself. It is 
axiomatic that any true reform, 
or conversion, whether it is re­ 
ligious, political, or economic, 
must begin within the, mind of 
the person wanting to change. 
When heorin deadens its vic­ 
tim's sense of right and wrong, 
he has no desire, no capacity 
to change. He is helpless and 
hopeless unless he gets outside 
help, and in the case of heroin 
even the best of medical treat- 
ment is a failure in the vast 
if you wish, at Assembly Cham­ 
bers, State Capitol, Sacramento 
14. 

However, I ask you to write 
to your, friends and relatives 
who live in other parts of the 
state. Simply say: "Write to 
your own assemblyman and 
your own senator, saying: Vote 
YES on Assembly Bill No. 9, 
by Chapel, increasing penalties 
for peddling or. giving narcot­ 
ics to minors."
