rare production of thunder 
and lightning and dumpjng * 
total of .87 inch rain of the 
city.

Several street intersections 
were flooded by the downpour, 
which ranged from a bare driz­ 
zle to brief gusts of rain which 
nearly obscured vision. The 
electrical storm- lit up the 
skies brightly, but no damage 
was reported as -a result.

Flooding was reported on 
the lower section of Paseo de 
Gracia, Torrance Blvd. and 
Victor St., Torrance Blvd. and 
Madrid Ave., Cathryn Ave. and 
Sharynne Lane, 235th and 
Pennsylvania, and 174th and 
Casimir.

As usual, the lower portion 
of Paseo de Gracia was doused 
under about five feet of water 
which was pumped out by the 
city workers as quickly as pos­ 
sible. Highway maintenance 
men were called out to battle 
waters at 174th and Casimir 
which backed up for about 
three blocks, due to the speed 
of the run-off.

The .87 inch total. for, 
week brought the season' 
tal at 7.36 inches, considerably 
lower than last year's 12.56 
inch precipitation. .

New Building Lags 
Behind 1956 Record

New construction permits in 
Torrance continued .at a brisk 
pace during February with a 
total valuation exceeding one 
million dollars. The 1957 pace 
is short of last year s record 
breaking record,

A toial of 383 permits were 
issued during February, ac­ 
cording to Walter Bradford of 
the city's building department. 
Of these, the permits for 79 
new single family dwellings 
accounted for the largest share 
of the valuation. 
Permit valuation was $1,724,- 
744, bringing the 1957 total to 
$3,680,540.

Lait Year Ahead
A year ago, the total per­ 

mits had reached $11,684,587 
with a February total of $4,- 
055,361.

In addition to the 79 dwell­ 
ings, permits were issued last 
month for five multiple dwell­ 
ing units with a total of 25 
residential units, seven com­ 
mercial buildings, and 17 other 
new buildings Including ga­ 
rages, churches, and other non- 
residential or commercial 
structure!. .

Thirty-six permits were is­ 
sued for alterations to exist­ 
ing dwellings and 18 permits 
for oilier alterations. The bal­ 
ance, 221 permits, was for 
fences and other minor build­ 
ing projects.

Tracts Started
Largest home projects 

started during the month in­ 
cluded a 21-home tract near 
184th and Dorrnan in north 
Torrance by George Stein- 
kamp. Another 33-home tract 
at Madrona and Avis was 
started by Dudley Gray, and 
Wayne Nelson received pfr- 
mits to start an 11-home tract 
on Fonthill between 168th and 
19th Sts.

Permits for the reconversion 
of the former Pacific Electric 
Shops into a foil plant for 
Reynolds Metals should De is­ 
sued early this month. Plans 
are now being checked by 
John Russell, building superin­ 
tendent for the city.

Manager Claims

Violates Pact
A complaint that an opera­ 

tor on the Torrance Municipal 
Airport was dispensing avia­ 
tion gasoline to aircraft on the 
airport from a gas truck in 
violation of the city's airport 
management contract was 
made this week to the Airport 
Commission by Ed Dietrich, 
president of Collins-Dietrich, 
Inc., airport managers.

In a letter addressed to the 
commission, Dietrich said Ve­ 
gas Airways, Inc., a lessee oil 
the airport, was dispensing av­ 
iation gasoline to aircraft on- 
the airport from a gas truck 
belonging to Vegas, and that 
such action is a "direct breach 
of the terms and conditions of 
the airport management agree­ 
ment" betwen the city and Col­ 
lins-Dietrich.

Dietrich asked the city to 
take such action as is neces­ 
sary "or authorize us to take 
action to stop this conduct by 
Vegas."

Opinion Requested
A request by Atty. Greg Ev­ 

ans, representing Collins-Die­ 
trich, to have the matter refer­ 
red to the "city attorney for a 
ruling on the terms of the con- 
tract concerning petroleum 
products, was denied. The 
commission, instead, ordered a 
copy of D.ietrich's letter sent 
to Vegas Airways with a re­ 
quest that the firm have a rep­ 
resentative at the March 14 
meeting to discuss the gaso­ 
line matter.

Torrance Blvd. 
Parking Change 
Given Approval

Parallel parking along Torrance Blvd. east of Cota Ave. 
was recommended and the future of Carson St. was studied 
at a meeting of the Torrance Traffic Commission Thursday.

Assistant Police Chief Percy Bennett pointed out that 
the diagorial parking on Torrance Blvd. east of Cota creates 
a bottleneck, narrowing traffic
from-three lanes to two and 
makes a distinct hazard. Sgt. 
Joe Miles said that Torrance 
Blvd. is planned as a six-lane 
traffic artery.

Less Parking 
Miles, said that although it

parking spaces, where a turn­ 
over of cars is needed, parking 
meters cou.ld. be installed. 
Where five cars can be parked 
parallel, seven cars can be 
placed at a 35 degree angle, 
eight cars at a 45 degree angle, 
and 12 cars at a 90 degree 
angle, City Engineer Ronald 
Bishop said. Most angle park­ 
ing in the city is 35 degrees,

The commission also studied 
the development of Carson St., 
including a proposed extension 
from Madrona Ave. to Haw­ 
thorne, and the traffic island 
in front of Torrance High 
School.   -

Canon Studied
The possibility of straighten­ 

ing Carson St., where it now 
circles a block-square park in 
front of Torrance High School 
was discussed. Although there 
was general agreement the 
street should be straightened, 
further study was needed, the 
commission decided, to deter­ 
mine the problems of Torrance 
Hifjh School parking and set­ 
ting up a coordinated   traffic 
system since five streets come 
together at that point. :

Bishop declared that plans 
are  being .made to make Car­ 
son St. a 100-foot street and 
that in some areas, this' has 
been done. The city now is get­ 
ting the easements to extend 
Carson from Madrona to Haw­ 
thorne, since it now is com­ 
pleted on both sides. He agreed 
to prepare a master plan of

A study was made of. the 
Torrance EJementary . School 
crossing at 220th and Arling­ 
ton Ave. Although it is not 
located next to the school it 
is used by many children. It 
was decided to make a slildy 
of various crossings to deter­ 
mine traffic needs.

Studying a letter, requesting 
a signal or four-way stop sign 
at 166th and Crenshaw Blvd., 
the commission decided to 
have the whole stop light prob­ 
lem of the city surveyed. 
  Sgt. Miles agreed that Cren­ 
shaw Blvd. needs traffic-actu­ 
ated light! to prevent pile-up 
of traffic. He said he opposed 
a four-way stop at the 166th 
intersection because it would 
create too great a traffic pile-
up.

The commission recommend­

the city be made, with a prior­ 
ity list for their installation. 

The traffic men voted tp ask 
a representative of the school 
district to join them in .plan­ 
ning for painting yellow cross­ 
walks at school crossings. .
