A Los Angeles Superior 
Court jury, called upon to de­ 
cide a dispute between the old 
Torrance National Bank and 
an ex-convict, ruled in favor 
of the bank last week.

Joseph McNally, convicted of 
the (30,000 gun-point robbery 
of a credit union messenger 
three years ago, 'had claimed 
that 12000 found among his 
effects was money he made 
by selling picture*, not from 
the robbery.
