measles have been reported In 
Los Angeles County since the 
first of the year. This is five 
times the number recorded 
during the same period in 
1956, but the current increase 
follows a normal cycle. In

Gamma globulin is a safe, 

protective serum which, if 
given within three days after 
the first exposure to a known 
case of measles, will, accord­ 
ing to the dosage used, avert 
the attack in most cases or'al­ 
most certainly modify its se- 
versity should it.occur.

Usually those persons who 
claim they have had it a couple

a mild and entirely separate 
disease known as German mea-
les or rubella. . 

All the early symptoms of 
measles are suggestive of the 
common cold. These signs in­ 
clude' the usual runny nose, 
watery eyes, elevated tempera-
ure, and a cough. 

It is practically Impossible
o avoid measles throughout
n entire lifetime. The prob-
em, rather, is for parents to
ic alerted to the potential dan-
;ers of measles and to obtain
he advice and care of a physl-
ian when exposure to the dls-
ase is suspected or known.
