From my Interviews with 
British, Zionist and Arab of 
flclalo who were on the Inside 
track of the Palestine ques­ 
tion during World War I ...

porter concludes: 1. The Bri­ 
tish favored the Zionists for 
a Jewish national home In 
Palestine for political, mili­ 
tary, as well as humanitarian1 
reasons. They needed Jewish 
battalions to prevent catas­ 
trophe in the Middle Bast and 
to gain a foothold In Pales­ 
tine after the war. 2. The 
Zionists were taking advant­ 
age of the precarious British 
military position to push their 
demands in Palestine. 3. Bri­ 
tain, fearful of antagonizing 
the Arabs, kept her promises 
on Palestine to the Zionists 
secret, like the Balfour declar­ 
ation, almost two years. 4. 
The British government did 
not Intend to set up a "Jew­ 
ish State," but only a "Jewish 
National Home" In Palestine. 
5. The . Zionists themselves 
were In disagreement between 
a "Jewish State" and a "Jew­ 
ish National Home." It Is safe 
to say that at the time of 
these British negotiations any 
Idea of a State of Israel eith­ 
er Was not sought by the 
Zionist, or was not openly 
discussed.

Most world authorities 
agree that the tragic- conse­ 
quences of the entire crisis in 
modern Palestine had 11» 
roots with this secret declara­ 
tion made by Britain to the 
Zionists, without the consent 
of the Arabs, whose land they 
were appropriating.

The wording of the Balfour 

declaration was vagiie and 
various Interpretations could 
be derived depending on who 
was doing the Interpreting. 
Lloyd George commenting on 
the declaration many years 
later said, "It was. never in­ 
tended by the British govern­ 
ment that a Jewish state be 
set up In Paleselne." Presi­ 
dent Sokolaw of the Zionist 
organization stated In his 
"History gf Zionism," Vol. 2, 
Pages 99113: 'The Jewish 
state was never a part of the 
Zionist program." Lord Cur- 
zon, lord president of the Bri­ 
tish council, in a statement to 
the British cabinet at the time 
of the consideration of the 
Balfour declaration, said: "I 
fear that the declaration Is 
raising false expectations 
among the Jews which could 
never be fully realized with­ 
out war with the Arabs."

Following the .-secret "Bal­ 
four Declaration," a Zionist 
commission, headed by Dr. 
Weismann and Major Orms- 
by-Gdre, representing the 
British government and sup­ 
porter of the Zionist move­ 
ment, 'arrived In Palestine to 
p*ve the way for orderly Im­ 
plementation of the declara­ 
tion. Of course no mention 
was made in Palestine of the 
Balfour declaration. But rum-

ors circulated by wri <*  
mouth and In theVrnbp 
Mass Arab meeting* 
ganized. The British, scnulnit 
trouble, prevailed upon Dr. 
Welsmann to make a public 
statement of the position of 
the Zionist movement. Speak­ 
ing from the British Govern, 
nr's mansion on April 27, 1918, 
T)r. Weismann said: I'AIl fears 
openly or secretly expressed 
hy the Arabs that they will 
he ousted from their present 
position are due cither lo a 
fundamental misconception of 
Zionist aims or to the mallei, 
ovis activities of our common 
enemies."

Like the Palestinian crisis 
dating back to the Transjbr- 
dan, Edomites, Herod the 
Great. Jacob, Abraham and 
Moses, another crisis of far 
greater proportions was now 
In the making. The Talmud 
records disputes between Ish- 
maelites (Arabs) and Jews, in 
the presence of Alexander the 
Great on the Land of Canaan. 
The period when. Nebuchad­ 
nezzar defeated the Jews Into 
captivity . . . Tlrus' order to 
his Arab commanders to rape 
and plunder the Jews In Ju- 
dea . . . these and many ot*- 
er Incidents formed a back­ 
drop for more' rapes and more 
massacres In modern Pales­ 
tine.

British duplicity in .making 

the declaration secret destroy­ 
ed any future orderly determ­ 
ination of the Palestine prob­ 
lem between Arab and Jew. 
Impatient and fanatical Zion­ 
ists, totally Ignoring Arab In- 

  terests, pressed for advant­ 
ages from the British In sec­ 
ret, which resulted In the civil 
war and the murder of count­ 
less British, Arabs and Jews. 
Any impartial chronicle of the 
Palestine disaster will record 
that this British connivance 
has been mainly responsible 
for the Palestine crisis from 
1918 to the present.
