This seems to pose the age- 
old problem of "What shai; 
we do with a drunken sailor,' 
a chantey of the first scene 
featuring men of the chorus. 
Some seafaring action and 
salty talk Is punctuated with 
invective and song by Paul 
Bennett, whose baritone solo 
"Tramps at Sea" pretty well 
sums up the situation. The 
spotlight shifts to the ship's 
captain, Bill Beckman, who 
gives out with the course they 
are to steer in "Sail Away for 
the Rio Grand*."

Hubbub of stowing gear 
aboard subsides when sailor 
Walker Brown captures atten­ 
tion in title song "Whale of a 
Tale" and the humorous ballad 
of the "Eddystone Light," to 
the accompaniment of his own 
lively guitar. Colorful sets 
serve > to highlight the effec­ 
tive choral work of Los Can­ 
cioneros in singing of chanteys, 
nostalgic ballads and rollick­ 
ing sea tunes which carry the 
audience through a plot com­ 
bining mood of robust humor 
with touches of pathos.
