The "first all-purpose pilot 
clinic was established in San 
Pedro. Future activities of the 
service, according to Mrs. 
Clyde B. Walsworth, coordi­ 
nator, will include efforts to 
obtain additional area-wide fa­ 
cilities and services in psychi­ 
atric diagnosis, treatment, con­ 
sultation, education, rehabili­ 
tation, training, and research.

The mental health service 
represents 22 referring com­ 
munities in cooperative efforts 
to secure low-cost psychiatric 
services in the Los Angeles 
Harbor, Torrance-Palos Verdes, 
and South Bay area.

A five-day-per-week clinic
been set up at the San Pedro 
center.
