ias many words as the number 
used in extolling the merits 

! of certain claims made by 
I some of the automotive fra- 
Icrnity. The one consistent 
warning in buyers' guide in­ 
formation has ben "buy from 
an established new car dealer 
when in doubt." We echo this 
warning once again and cast 
no reflection on the many es­ 
tablished dealers in this area 
who specialize in good used 
cars. The rcslon this warn­ 
ing Is given so constantly is 
that your new car dealer 
doesn't stand to profit one 
little bit by making an enemy 
out of a used car buyer who 
may one day be a new car 
prospect. The new car dealer 
lias a many thousand dollar 
investment in his community, 
tie can service and back up 
warranties that he may give 
on used cars. It is simply 
smart business for him to mer­ 
chandise his used cars fairly 
and squarely. The same thing 
applies to used car specialists 
in our area who depend on 
repeat business from satisfied 
customers. The ethical used 
car dealer, and there are many 
of them despite some of the 
stories we hear, is in much 
he same position as the new 

car dealer. He has to bear in 
mind that a disgruntled cus- 
omer is mighty pood adver­ 

tising. . .

A good point to keep In 
mind in buying a used car is 
this: "No one in the automo­ 
bile business can afford to 
give cars away you've got to 
)ay for what you get." We 
want to warn you of a few 
pitfalls.you may encounter in 
:hecklng out claims concern- 
ng unbelievable bargains.

The July issue of Motor 
itiide has published a handy 
check list for the used car 
buyer, It's simple but com­ 
prehensive. '

At a reputable new car deal­ 
er or established community 
used car specialist you can lend 
credence to the speedometer 
reading. 8500 miles a year is 
considered average mileage 
'or a family automobile. At 
>argain lots, disregard speed­ 
ometer readings. They can be
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altered to suit any situation. 
Indication of Smash-up By 

taking a position to the front 
of the car, crouching and 
sighting along body, .evidence 
of major body repairs can be 
picked up. The symmetrical 
flow of the body lines will be 
marred by the body work.

 1-Whecl Alignment   Back 
wheels should track front, get 
in a surface that will permit 
you to check out the tire 
tracking. Also the "no-hands" 
test will reveal misalignment. 
Allow for a minor right tug 
on a road with crown shoping 
to right.

Engine Check for speed of 
starting, allow engine to warm 
up, then race it and de-accel­ 
erate quickly and race again. 
A blue exhaust indicates oil
 burning.

Clutch   There should be 
an inch of free play in the 
clutch pedal; A tight pedal 
indicates heed of repair.

Brakei   If pedal goes to 
floor, brakes are bad. If pedal 
sinks to floor slowly, under 
pressure, brakes are bad. 
The latter indicates a prob­ 
able leak in the hydraulic 
system.

Use this check list on any 
used car that you contemplate 
buying. Use it properly. Ac­ 
tually even if some of   the 
flaws pointed out' on the 
check list are revealed, this 
doesn't mean that you are get­ 
ting a bad deal. With the ex­ 
ception of a car which may 
have been in a serious wreck, 
any of the other flaws can be 
remedied. Make sure that the 
price differential between a 
car in perfect or near perfect 
shape and one with a few de­ 
fects justifies your buying the 
car that needs a brake job or 
other repair. If you can do 
your own work you can prob­ 
ably save a few more dollars 
on the deal.

Don't let a minor but obvi­ 
ous defect In an otherwise ex­ 
cellent buy put you off. If one 
or two tires appear to be in 
need of replacement, give the 
dealer credit for not attempt­ 
ing to mask this defect. If 
the battery is down and a 
booster Is required to start 
the car, don't let it convince 
you that the car is a lemon. 
The finest hand-crafted Rolls 
Royce won't start with a weak 
battery. Weigh the good with 
the bad and reach your own 
conclusion. Don't be afraid to 
ask for defects to be correct­ 
ed, then check to make sure 
that they.are before you take 
delivery on the car.

Chevrolet has spent thou­ 
sands of dollars in the develop­ 
ment of the Corvette SS (Su­ 
per Sports). A factory team, 
headed by ace designer Zora 
Arkus Duntov, produced a 
beautifully sleek Corvette 
which was introduced as the 
Sebring, Fla., Races. Due to 
last minute adjustments neces­ 
sary, the Corvette SS was 
compelled to withdraw from 
this event. This withdrawal has 
not daunted Chevrolet engi­ 
neers nor has it dampened the

enthusiasts who want to see sentation in .these European
America represented on the In­ 
ternational road courses.
