One-Eyed Hazards
Something, at long last, is going to .he done about those 

"Japanese Lantern" signals which disgrace some of the 
  city's busiest intersections.

The city council Tucsd'ay night approved a request to 
the county board of supervisors for "Aid to Cities" funds 
to place regular traffic signals at 182nd and Crenshaw, 
190th and Crenshaw, and St Torrance Blvd., and Crenshaw.

Installation of these signals will eliminate two of the 
dangerous, hard-to-see signals hanging from the middle of 
the street   however^ the victory for the driver is ,to be 
dulled by replacing the one-eyed signals elsewhere in the 
city.

The city has had a remarkable streak of luck with the 
old-fashioned, out of date signals. When yoi} stop to con­ 
sider the hundreds of times each week that cars slam 
through red lights at these intersections because the driver 
would never think to look up into the middle of "an inter­ 
section for a traffic signal, then compare that with the 
actual number of serious collisions resulting from it   
the city is way ahead. It should quit now, however, .because 
the odds of continuing such a lucky streak are not .good.

Drivers elsewhere in the nation have becbme, accustomed 
to watching the corners for traffic .signals they should be 
able to do the same in Torance, the All-America City.

MOSCOW, US.R.K. (Delay­ 
ed)   In our recent column 
"The Cracks In the Kremlin," 
written before the Soviet 
shake-up ousting Molotov, Ma- 
lenkov, Kaganovlch. we re­ 
ported the split between these 
pro-Stallnists and the anti- 
Stallnsts headed by I'artjr 
Boss Nikita Khrushchev. Also 
iii this column we repeated 
our long-standing conclusion 
that the Russian army and 
Marshal Gcorgl Zhukov wfll 
continue to Increase their 
power and influence, no mat­ 
ter what.

This is exactly what has 
happened ... and the end 
of this army ascendency is 

'not yet in sight. Marshal Zhu- 
kov is the Soviet Union's 
greatest military hero and 
commands the greatest ap­ 
plause whenever he appears 
with other Soviet leaders in 
public. I saw him cheered for 
a half hour in Red square the 
other day.

It is our opinion that this 
Kremlin shake-up means a 
softer, more compromising at­ 
titude, but no starll.ing 
change's of policy toward the 
United States. We believe the 
ousting of the pro-Stalinists 
is favorable to the West. It 
is a change in Soviet tactics 
with greater concentration in 
internal affairs. We see less 
rigidity toward the U.S. pro. 
posals on disarmament , . .

Belgrade. Both of them have 
been urging a more "liberal" 
kind of Communism as op­ 
posed to the hard pro-Stalin- 
ist line.

The ouster of Molotov, Ma- 
lenkov and Kaganovich is an 
admission that the old line 
Communist policy had to give 
before enormous pressure 
from within and without the 
Soviet Union. In this show­ 
down we had unquestionable 
confirmation of the power of 
Marshal Zhukov and the fact 
that without the support of 
the Russian army no political 
leader can exist. ItJs appar­ 
ent that Zhukov's support of 
anti-Stalinst Khruschev, as 
we had repeatedly reported, 
stems from his hatred of the 
Stalinists who executed thou­ 
sands of Russian army offi­ 
cers in the Stalih-Vishinsky 
purges of 1936-1937.

Both Zhukov and Khrus­ 

chev have emerged slowly

but melhmltcally'froni the se­ 
clusion in which they had 
been kept by Stalin. They 
both despised Stalin's one- 
man rule. Both of them 
blamed Jewish Influence In 
the central committee for

 Stalin's'purging of prominent 
leaders. They had . bjamed 
Kaganovich, Slallns' brother- 
in-law (the only Hebrew on 
the central committee), and 
Mololov, because of. his Jew­ 
ish wife- Pauline's influence, 
against army doifiiharicc., 
.The pro-Stallriisls removed 

from office and party,pdwer
 in this purge opposed the de­ 
cisions advanced by Khrus­ 
chev and the anti-Stalinists   
and adopted by the 20th con­ 
gress. They adopted the 
downgrading of Stalin's per­ 
sonality cull. They wanted 

; more Stalin monuments, not 
removing some in existence. 
They opposed the "Leninist 
policy of co-existence between 

. scales with different political 
systems." The opposed the 
antl-Stalinists' reduclion of 
central bureaucratic controls 
and the reorganization of in­ 
dustry and agriculture on a 
localized.level among the 16 
Soviet Republics.

The "cult-of-pcrsonalily" of 
Sla|in has now been replaced 
by Ihc "cull-of-personalily" of 
Khruschev, for he had been 
culllvaling it to a far greater 
exlent than any of his anti- 

.Stalinisl co-conspirators. He 
has ordered his portrait in 
ivcry nook and corner in 
Russia. Even on the Volga 
boat I counted fourteen Khru­ 
schev portraits and only two 
of Lenin.

As for reducing world ten­ 
sions, Khruschev has made 
only several weak efforts in 
his visils to Yugoslavia, Eng­ 
land, India and the Far East. 
It appears that he went, to 
reduce Stalin more than Any­ 
thing else and build up Khru­ 
schev. He increased Soviet 
armaments and so far has re­ 
fused honest atomic inspec­ 
tion. He pushed Russia into 
the explosive' Middle East and 
murdered innocent Hungari­ 
an patriots.

On the domestic front he 
did put through increased 
reliance on local authority in 

' the Republics. He did pro­ 
duce more consumer goods. 
He raised wages, but he also 
repudiated payment on Soviet 
bonds.

At this writing from Mos­ 
cow there is nothing-to indi­ 
cate that the ' passing . of 
Stalinism is going to bring

, although we lir- 
licvc things will improve. 
However, there is one strong 
favorable, change 'and that is ' 
that the Russian «rsr»y is'li'ip- 
ly to sober top-aii/y Communist 
impulses to drag the .country 
on nfilitary- adventure's any­ 
where in the- world.
