National Drilling 
f11,500 Feet in Pei

Using a drilling rig which 
under normal conditions would 
be considered for the 3000 to 
5500-foot depth range. The 
Texas Co. has recently drilled 
an exploratory well in Peru 
to the depth of 11,537 feet. 

The drilling location was in 
an almost inaccessible area at 
the eastern foothills of the 
Peruvian Andes, known as La 
Zona Del Oriente. Because the 
drilling unit could not be 
transported to location across 
the Andes from the nearer 
west coast, it was necessary to 
deliver the rig to the mouth of 
the Amazon River on the east 
coast of Brazil. The rig was 
then transferred to a convert­ 
ed LST on which it was carried 
up the entire length of the 
Amazon River and part of the 
Rio Maranon into the interior 
of Peru, a trip of approxi­ 
mately 3000 miles, to within a 
distance of 250 miles of the 
Peruvian west coast.

Trailer-mounted, using track 
laying suspensions instead of 

/. wheels, the rig utilizes a Na- 
** tion T-32 Draw Works as man­ 

ufactured by The National 
Supply Co., and a special drive 

  unit powered by five engines. 
Drill tubing of 3'/4 inch diam­ 
eter by 10.2 pounds per foot 
was used as drill pipe. Drilling 
required the use. of 168 6% 
inch bits, two 9% inch bits, 
and one 16 inch bit, as well as 
16 core heads.
