1. A shot of weed killer will eliminate the competition 
and get your lawn off on the right foot. Never use 
it on clover or dichondra, however, since it will 
eliminate that, too.

2. Camellia plants that have become too leggy will 
bush out after light pruning of terminal branches.

. for the house.

3. If you're preparing a planting bed, use a good steer 
manure since it is usually weed free   also higher 
in food value than cow manure.

4. Spring's warmer weather will bring new growth to 
roses, and the combination will bring our the aphis. 
Keep your spray gun handy.

5. If peach trees haven't received their second spray­ 
ing for leaf curl, give it to them   but quick. For 
those uppermost branches, a hose spray attachment 
does the trick.
