Complete disclosuree of alll
election campaign contribu- |
tions and expenditures will be |
required under provisions of a‘
“pure elections” bill originat- |
ing in the Assembly. |

The bill, AB 320, has the
support of the Governor and is |
designed to make public the
sources of financial backing |
behind every candidate for
public office. |

Fiscal statements, under|
penalty of perjury, would have '
to be filed with the Seceretary
of State before and after both |
primary and general elections. \

All political contributions
over $50 would have to be list-
ed with the name and address
of the contributor.
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ANYONE ACTING on be-
half of a candidate would be |
required to have written au-
thority to do so.

Every candidate would be
required to establish a sepa-
yte bankmg account to han- ’
le campaign contributions !

It would also be obligatory |
for every candidate to appoint'[
a campaign treasurer who
could be compelled to prove
the accuracy of his records.

Under, penalty provisions of
the bill the maximum penalty
would be six months in jail
and a $1000 fine.
